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Frequently Asked Bridal Hair Questions

When should I have my hair cut and/or coloured?
If you are a regular user of colour then about a week before is best, same with the cut if you are having a trim, it gives the hair time to settle and you won’t have any obvious signs of a re-growth. If you are thinking of experimenting and having a change of style or colour, I would recommend doing this well ahead of the wedding but do make sure that your new cut will accommodate the bridal style you would like!

What products should I use on my hair on the lead up to the wedding?

I would always recommend using professional products on your hair which you will be able to find in any salon. I use products such as Loreal, TIGI, Fudge and Keratase. Loreal have an extensive range of colours to choose from whether it be permanent or semi colours and with the new technology behind them, colours are now so much more conditioning than they used to be. TIGI have the widest choice of
styling and finishing products, there is something for everyone. If you have curly or straight, thick or fine hair you will find something to suit your hair type to achieve the result you are looking for. I favour Fudge products when styling bridal up do's as they provide extra strong hold for your special day. As far as shampoo's and conditioner's go, Kerastase are the elite to maintain strong and healthy hair.

What about hair treatments, do they really work?
Treatments do really work if you use them correctly. One of my favourites for home use is Opulence Mask made by GHD and is one of the cheaper options at £14.99 for a tub. This should last you for about three months and ideally if a treatment is needed I would suggest using it as soon as you can to regain optimum health to your hair.

I have short hair what can I do?

It isn’t always practical or realistic to grow your hair to the length that you would require for a particular style-that is where hair pieces, padding and extensions come in! I will work them subtly into with your own hair-they can give you the length required

What can I do to help you on the morning of the wedding, for instance should I wash my hair and what should I be wearing?

Wearing something that can easily be removed when the time comes to put your dress on, you don’t want it to disturb your hair or make up

How long will the trial take?
I like to allow at least 2-3 hours for the trial. This is the average time that it takes, but it may be less or more, The important thing is to make sure that you are 100% happy with the look we have created.

How much do I pay on the day of the trial?

The cost of the trial is £50. If you are happy, and would like to book me for your wedding day, I will require a further £50 deposit to secure your booking. This will be deducted from the total bill.

How long will it take on the day?

The time it takes to complete your hair on your wedding day really depends on the style you're having  and of course how many additional members of the wedding party require my services, generally speaking the bride normally takes around and 60 minutes, 30minutes for each additional adult and 15 minutes each for flower girls etc. so it is a case of adding up the approximate allotted times and add another 30 minutes for any possible issues that may occur

How many people can you style on the day?

It’s really down to who is having their hair styled and the complexity of the styles but should it be required I can call on additional stylists to assist on the day 

What happens if you are sick or have an accident?

In the unlikely event that this should occur, I work part time in a salon and have numerous qualified contacts that could take my place of even help out on the day, I take detailed notes and photos on the trial day so that your look can be re-created.

How will I secure my wedding date?

Your trial is payable by cheque, cash or PayPal upon booking this will save your trial date and thus reserve your wedding date, paying your for your trial acts as your deposit. Your final amount will be payable 7 weeks before your wedding date.

What if I need to cancel my booking?
Please note that all deposits are non-refundable.

Do my bridesmaids need to have a trial?

Not at all, it isn’t the norm but sometimes you may all like to get together and make a day of it! It is your own personal choice and what works best for you-I am happy just to work from a photo and a brief description of the hair and the desired style. Sometimes your bridesmaids will come to your trial, it’s good to meet them beforehand and discuss their preferences too to avoid any surprises on the day 

How do I choose a style for my bridesmaids?

Your bridesmaids hair should not out shine yours but at the same time you want it to compliment a number of other things-your hair, your dress and their dresses. If you are having something simple for yourself why not choose a style a little more extravagant for the bridesmaids, on the same hand if your style is very elaborate you wouldn’t want the bridesmaids to be as well-just a simple pleat or chignon can look stunning. It can look nicer if they all have something similar but if this isn’t possible due to length and hair thickness

Is a trial really necessary?

Absolutely as this gives you the opportunity to see how you are going to look on the day.

What forms of payment do you accept?

Cash, cheque or credit card via Paypal
